The provisions of the Act on Auctioning Certain Radio Frequencies (462/2009), the Communications Market Act (393/2003) and the Act on Radio Frequencies and Telecommunications Equipment (1015/2001), and the provisions of statutes and regulations issued under them, apply to the rights and obligations of a telecommunications operator. 

Operations referred to in the licence may be launched on 1 January 2014. 

The licence holder must launch operations referred to in the licence within two years of the start of the licence period unless the Government, following the licence holder’s application, orders otherwise because of technological development or overall economic conditions. 

The licence holder is obliged to eliminate any interference caused by its operations to other radiocommunications complying with the regulations and to compensate for the costs of work and material incurred by the elimination of such interference. The term "other radiocommunications complying with the regulations" means television broadcasts and their reception. 

The licence holder is obliged to ensure, in cooperation with other licence holders in the same frequency band, that consumers will be given enough advice and instruction in matters related to possible interference caused to television reception by the uptake of the mobile broadband communications network. 

The mobile communications network must be constructed to cover 95 per cent of the population in mainland Finland within three years of the start of the licence period and 99 percent of the population in mainland Finland within five years of the start of the licence period./ OR/A network complying with the operating licence must be constructed to cover 97 per cent of the population in mainland Finland within five years of the start of the licence period. 

A telecommunications operator's own network must provide a minimum of 35 per cent of the required population coverage in the frequency band referred to in the licence. The term "telecommunications operator's own network" means a radio network and radio frequencies. Shared use of networks is allowed outside the area in which the operator's own network is required. 

In calculating coverage, mobile broadband communications networks built up by the licence holder in the 2.6 GHz and 1800 MHz frequency bands are taken into account. 

The coverage requirement is to be implemented such that a reasonable indoor coverage is also ensured within the coverage area. "A reasonable indoor coverage" means that telecommunications services must be available at one location inside a permanent residence or business office. If deemed necessary, the licence holder is obliged to prove that the network functions as required. 

The coverage requirement does not apply to the geographical area of mainland Finland in which it is not possible to build up a mobile broadband communications network for radio-technical reasons resulting from Russia's other than mobile communications usage within the frequency band. The coverage requirement becomes applicable to the whole of mainland Finland as soon as the usage restrictions of the coordination agreement concluded between the two countries in August 2011 are removed. 
The provisions of sections 16 and 17 of the Act on Auctioning Certain Radio Frequencies apply to altering and cancellation of a licence and to licence transfers.
